A Day at the Park
Another All British Car Day (ABCD) successfully completed.  (Yes, I know it has spread to other European cars and Motorbikes as one can't identify what is considered  British any more, but that doesn't allow an ABCD reference.) From researching the past MOG LOG archives, the Club has participated in these shows since 1981, when the E-Jag club would put on a spring event at Churchill Park in Dallas and the Morris Minor club would hold a similar event in the fall at the Pate museum. Since then the events have moved to various locations and a single annual event is settled, at present, at White Rock Lake Park in East Dallas.
